This
is in line with the observation of greatly reduced survival rates with
increasing soil depths, as population growth and germination would stop
due to nutrient depletion, so there is no risk of uncontrolled growth.

The EPA Agency believes that it is unlikely that these 3 species within
the soil will leach into the water due to the large size of the fungal spores
and the fact that they attach to soil particles. Even if oral exposure
